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Most designs are a fusion of ideas of the two directors Bob
Burnett and Shizuka Yasui which express influences of both
Japan and New Zealand.Tranquility, harmony, natural ma-
terials, efficiency and smart detailing. Masters of clever use
of tight spaces, creating the illusion of spaciousness while
working with a compact footprint. New Zealand is transition-
ing from large stand-alone low density greenfield housing to
tighter higher density urban dwellings that are more spatially
aware and provide better liveability and connectivity. Build-
ings account for 50% of the worlds processed raw materials,
more than 40% of energy demand and 1/3 of greenhouse gas
emissions. The buildings we build today will impact on gener-
ations to come. Bob is a long-standing, influential champion
of energy-efficient and space efficient environmentally sound
design. The practice philosophy includes an affinity with solar
and passive house design principles that enables high perfor-
mance thermal envelopes and low running costs. Following
the earthquake that devastated Christchurch city he instigat-
ed Quakestar a rating system for a buildings performance in
earthquakes and has also been a strong advocate for Home-
star a 1 to 10 rating tool for energy, health and comfort and
resource use along with other environmental attributes. Bob
has been particularly active influencing the Christchurch
earthquake rebuild.

La mayoria de los disefios son una fusion de ideas de los dos
directores Bob Burnett y Shizuka Yasui que expresan las in-
fluencias de Japén y Nueva Zelanda. tranquilidad, armo-
nia, materiales naturales, eficiencia y detalles inteligentes.
Maestros del uso inteligente de espacios reducidos, crean la
ilusion de amplitud a la vez que trabajan con una huella com-
pacta. Nueva Zelanda esta pasando de las grandes viviendas
en zonas no urbanizadas de baja densidad a viviendas mas
pequenas en zonas urbanas de mayor densidad, con mas
conciencia del espacio y con mejores condiciones de habi-
tabilidad y conectividad. Los edificios representan el 50% de
las materias primas procesadas del mundo, mas del 40% de
la demanda de energia y 1/3 de las emisiones de gases de
efecto invernadero. Los edificios que construimos hoy afec-
taran a las generaciones venideras. Bob es un veterano e in-
fluyente campedn del disefio con uso eficiente del espacio y
de la energia. La practica de esta filosofia incluye una afini-
dad con los principios de diseno de casa solar y pasiva que
permite cubiertas térmicas de alto rendimiento y bajos cos-
tes de funcionamiento. Tras el terremoto que devasto la ciu-
dad de Christchurch, promovié Quakestar, un sistema de ca-
lificacion para la resistencia de los edificios en terremotos y
también ha sido un fuerte defensor de Homestar una herra-
mienta de calificacién de 1 a 10 para energia, salud, confort
y uso de recursos junto con otros atributos ambientales. Bob
ha sido particularmente activo influyendo en la reconstruc-
cion de Christchurch tras el terremoto.

The house has been integrated into the hill-site and is
surrounded by native bush capturing a vista looking down
lyttelton harbour to the north east. Stone retrieved from
the creek running through the site was used to create
stone walls and a fireplace with back to back indoor / out-
door fires.

Environmental design ethos was a high priority, environ-
mentally sourced materials and recycled finishing timber
have been use extensively in the house and joinery is solid
timber rather than MDF. A reconditioned Rayburn range
heats the hot water and also powers under floor heat-
ing, keeping the house at a constant cosy temperature
throughout winter with low running cost.

La casa, integrada en el entorno de la colina y rodeada de
arbustos nativos permite disfrutar de una vista del puerto
de Lyttelton al noreste. Para construir las paredes de pie-
dray una chimenea con fuego interiory exterior se empled
piedra recuperada del arroyo que discurre por el terreno.
El diseno medioambiental ethos fue una prioridad, los
materiales procedentes del lugar y los acabados de ma-
dera reciclada se han utilizado ampliamente en la casa
y la carpinteria es madera sélida en lugar de MDF. Una
gama reacondicionada de Rayburn calienta el agua y tam-
bién activa la calefaccion de suelo, manteniendo la casa
en una temperatura calida constante durante invierno con
bajo coste de funcionamiento.

The solid, ultra modern home is very thermally efficient,
designed to capture and store the suns energy. Several in-
ternal block walls provide thermal mass. A thick polished
concrete floor isolated from the exterior foundation with a
grid of decorative timber inserts, can be heated with water
which makes the house very cosy with minimal heat input.
A sheltered courtyard provides protection from the wind
and separates the bedroom wing.

The adaptable open plan layout has a spacious feel enhanced
by the 4m high sloping ceiling with large north facing glazing.
Full width bi fold doors change the dynamic of the space
opening to the enclosed courtyard (outdoor room), which
also has large doors linking it to the main space.

El solido y ultra moderno hogar es muy eficiente térmica-
mente y esta disenado para capturary almacenar la ener-
gia solar. Varias paredes de bloque internas proporcionan
masa térmica. El suelo de hormigon pulido, aislado de los
cimientos exteriores con una rejilla de inserciones deco-
rativas de madera, se calienta con agua, haciendo la casa
muy confortable con un minimo aporte de calor. Un patio
resguardado proporciona proteccion del viento y separa el
ala de los dormitorios.
