We recommend regular cleaning 
to maintain the longevity of the frame. Hot dip galvanised finish will be 
supplied if the property is located in a corrosive environment or 
near the coast.

This is backed by warranties on workmanship, frame and 
roofing materials (provided care guidelines are adhered to).

Archgola™ guarantees the powder coated finish on your Archgola™ will 
remain in good condition for a period of five years from the completion of 
construction if you observe the product care guidelines. Hence if you look 
after your Archgola™ it will look as good after five years, as it did the day 
it was installed.
