Craftbuilt were privileged with the task of
crafting this magnificent feature staircase
for the new Wellington children’s hospital.
The new child health service is named, Te
Wao Nui a Tāne, which translates to the
great forest, and reflects the ecosystem of
health services designed for tamariki,
rangatahi and whānau of central New
Zealand. This 7.3m tall feature tree
staircase is made from oak and with 76
shaped branches and 25 steps curving
around its trunk. You can see the tree rise
from the foyer on the ground level, all the
way up to Level 3.

The units needed
to be able to hang items of clothing and soft
furnishings and have the ability to connect
shelves at various levels to display
household goods.  These shelves had to be
aesthetically pleasing but remain practical
and sturdy.  Their preference was to use a
sustainable product.
The team at Craftbuilt got their heads
together and created a shelving unit made
solely from wood which could be painted to
match their decor or kept natural for those
who wanted a softer look.
In designing these units they made them so
they could be flat packed for ease of
storage when not in use or if they wanted to
move between venues.
